3) A certified statement from the relevant educational institute detailing, in English, the examination results obtained from each examination session.

4) Statement of equivalence of qualification to Degree Level, for Non EU applicants an NQAI statement is required

5) Details and evidence of professional experience (location, duration scope of practice and supervision)


6) If applicable, documented proof of state registration or membership of a professional 

      body entitling the applicant to practice medical laboratory science in the country of origin.

7)   Copy of passport, including a recent signed passport photo.


8)   E.U. applicants should produce documentary proof of citizenship of their country.

Applicants seeking eligibility for membership of the Academy will be charged a non-refundable fee of €150 for processing their application and this will be offset against the cost of the membership fee for the first year.

Rules Pertaining to Membership

Fellow

Any applicant for admission as Fellow of the Academy shall hold:

1 a)
A post graduate degree in the field of Medical Laboratory Sciences accredited or approved by the Academy of Medical Laboratory Science


And

Shall have held membership of the Academy for a period of not less than two years

Or

1 b)
Shall be a fellow of the Institute of Biomedical Sciences by examination or thesis.
And

2
Shall have experience in the practise of Medical Laboratory Science acceptable to Council.

Member

Any applicant for admission as Member of the Academy shall hold:

1 a)
A degree at honours level in the field of Medical Laboratory Science, accredited or approved by the Academy of Medical Laboratory Science, which has an integrated, supervised and assessed clinical placement period, 

or

1 b)
Shall hold an Irish Diploma in Medical Laboratory Science or equivalent awarded prior to 1994

or

1 c)
Shall hold an honours degree in the field of Medical Laboratory Sciences approved by the Academy of Medical Laboratory Science and shall have experience in the practice of Medical Laboratory Science the evaluation of which shall be determined by Council.

Associate

Any applicant for admission as an Associate Member of the Academy shall hold a certificate in Medical Laboratory Science or equivalent awarded prior to 1997
